Pandemic Flu Awareness: A Local Solution to a
Global Problem

Flu Awareness Program Offered Through the
Health Department

For years the Bernards Township Health Department has pro-
vided flu shots to residents of Somerset Hills, Chester Borough
and the Mendhams in an effort to prevent the spread of seasonal
flu. The public is increasingly exposed to media information re-
garding influenza, avian influenza (or bird flu) and pandemic influ-
enza, and left wondering what the difference is between these
terms. The Bernards Township Health Department has received a
small grant from the New Jersey State Department of Health and
Senior Services through the Centers for Disease Control to educate
the public.

The Bernards Township Health Department employees are
able to present a community education program for local commu-
nity groups entitled Pandemic Flu Awareness: A Local Solution
to a Global Problem. This presentation has been designed to
help people understand influenza and raise awareness of how gov-
ernmental agencies and health care system are preparing to meet
the challenges of an influenza pandemic.

The health department staff is trained to provide a comprehen-
sive overview of issues related to influenza, avian influenza and
pandemic influenza. This presentation is educational, fun and in-
formative. It can be customized to meet the needs of your group
and adhere to your time constraints. It includes two short videos
on hand washing, hand sanitizing and precautionary measures on
how to prevent the spread of colds and flu.

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We would like to take this opportunity to remind you to make sure you
get permits and get your final inspections BEFORE paying that final
payment for any work you have done (with some exceptions to this
rule).

Work that you DO need a permit for:

Additions/Alterations

A/C & Furnace replacement
Bathroom/ Kitchen Renovations
Decks, Pools, Detached Garages

Roofing, Siding, Signs, Stone Pil-
lars

Electrical Upgrades/ Generators

Finished Basements

Water Heater Replacement

Sheds over 100 Square feet

Lawn Sprinkler Systems, Underground lighting

New Home Window Replacement-only if size or function
of window is changing.

Oil Tank Install or Removal
Radon Remediation

WHEN IN DOUBT-CHECK WITH THE CONSTRUCTION or ZONING
OFFICE!

Whether you are doing the work yourself or with a contractor, call
about a permit today. If you have had work done and you do not think
there were permits or the work needs to be inspected, please call the
Construction Office to find out for sure.

Penalties for failure to obtain a permit prior to construction are up to
$2,000 for each offense. See N.J.A.C. 5:23-2.31 (e). Final inspections
should be completed before the final payment. A contractor who hasn’t
received final payment will come back to correct a “failed” inspection
quicker if he has not been paid.

New Jersey state law (N.J.A.C. 13:45A-16.2) provides that for inspec-
tions: building, electric, plumbing, fire protection, elevator- final in-
spections are required before final payment is made to the contractor.”
Please remember that some work requires more than one inspection, so
check with the Construction Office to be sure you have had all that are
required. When all finals have been made, you will receive a Certificate
of Approval or a Certificate of Occupancy.
